Old Business

4.1
Project Proposals for the Land Fill Sites in the area have been submitted to YESAB.  YESAB is now accepting comments and concerns for these projects.  After reviewing the submissions and discussing these projects Council feels that these projects do not raise any concerns for the RRC.  These sites have rules and regulations that need to be followed to ensure there is not a concern to the wildlife and renewable resources.

Further to last meeting a letter was drafted regarding the concerns, raised by a citizen, that access to Christmas Bay has been limited with the placement of a locked gate.  A DKRRC member was concerned with sending a letter as she is questioning if this is really the RRC’s jurisdiction.  After much discussion a Council Member offered to talk with the person who erected the gate and see if they would be willing to remove the lock, thus enabling access to the fishing site and eliminating the need for a letter to be sent.  Tabled till next regular meeting.

An email was received from the Forest Values Focus Group advising Council that the regulations for the new Forest Resources Act are currently being developed.  The FVFC would like the RRC’s to be involved in the early stages of the development of the regulations.  Council feels that as there is no forest industry in our area that any concerns would be covered when a forestry land use plan is drafted for this area.  Wendy will advise the FVFG accordingly.

Senes Consultants have been hired to conduct an independent and comprehensive review of the Yukon Environmental and Socio-economic Assessment Act and the Yukon development assessment process (YESAA five-year Review).  The review team will be in Burwash Landing January 20 – 23 and would like input from our organization during this time.  Peter, Bob and Louise will meet with this team on January 20th at  4:00pm.

Graham VanTighem from the YFWMB advised that January 26th would be a good date for the Community Symposium.  Council agrees with this date and would like the time to remain at 6:00pm.  Wendy will advise Graham of this and make the necessary arrangements.

The Yukon Volunteer Bureau will be holding a training session in Haines Junction on February 6th from 1 -4 pm.  Training will be on board roles and responsibilities.  Louise and Pauly will be attending this session.
